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Here are some basic talking points to be familiar with when engaging others and encouraging them to sign up for the Army of Women:

· The Love/Avon Army of Women (AOW) is a unique program of the Dr. Susan Love Research Foundation, a 501 (c) 3 non-profit breast cancer research organization. The program is funded through a grant from the Avon Foundation for Women.  The AOW provides an opportunity for men and women to take part in breast cancer research studies aimed at determining the causes of breast cancer – and how to prevent it. The AOW is a groundbreaking initiative that connects breast cancer researchers via the internet with women who are willing to participate in a wide variety of research studies.  The goal of the Army of Women is to recruit ONE MILLION MEN AND WOMEN of all ages and ethnicities, including breast cancer survivors and those who have never had breast cancer. 

· Men are able to sign up for the Army of Women.

· Make sure that women know they are signing up to be added to the Army of Women database to hear about research projects – signing up for the Army of Women does NOT sign them up for a study yet.
· The Army of Women Research Studies are prevention based, not clinical trials.
· Participants must be 18 and older – but we need ALL ethnicities – ALL ages, we need healthy women, women with cancer and women who are survivors.
· Make sure that you emphasize that there is absolutely NO COST to join and take part in something this important – we are not asking for donations, just for women to sign up and agree to hear about studies.  Participation in any of our studies is ALWAYS, COMPLETELY voluntary.
· Participants will be involved in important research to discover THE CAUSE of breast cancer – how to stop it before it starts.
· Make sure you stress that women have the ability to participate only in those projects that interest them.  They can opt to decline any study invitation, or accept any invitation of their choosing.
· Current Projects:  Please familiarize yourself with our current studies so that you can be knowledgeable about one or two studies, what they require and what they are looking at.  You can review all current, open studies here:

· Type of commitment:  Studies will require a variety of different things (women can be asked anything from filling out an online questionnaire to being asked for a blood sample).  It all varies according to study.
· For women who have already heard about the AOW and have already signed up but have not been able to participate in a study yet:  Let them know there are many more studies to come and eventually all members will be able to participate in a study in the near future.  Assure them that having them in the AOW is still helpful because if they forward the e-blasts to friends or family members, spreading the word is just as powerful as participating.
· If women ask where they can get an army tshirt or pendant, let them know they can purchase one on the website and show them the page where they can make the purchase.

Here are some suggestions for what you can say when you want to approach people to sign up for the Army of Women:

· “Hi, have you heard about the Army of Women?  We’re recruiting ONE MILLION MEN AND WOMEN to sign up for our mailing list so they can read about opportunities to participate in breast cancer research looking into the causes of breast cancer and how to prevent it.  Anyone over the age of 18 can sign up.  Sign up right here!”

· “Would you like to sign up for a good cause?  We’re with the Army of Women, an online initiative, recruiting ONE MILLION MEN AND WOMEN to register to read about opportunities to participate in breast cancer research.  Anyone over the age of 18 can sign up.  Sign up right here!”

· “Hi, sign up to be on the Army of Women mailing list?  The mission is to recruit ONE MILLION MEN AND WOMEN to register to read about how to participate in breast cancer research.  We are looking into the causes of breast cancer and how to prevent it.  Anyone over the age of 18 can sign up.  Sign up right here!”
